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Airbus A380 Coming to Oshkosh

EAA News Release

Attendees will get 'up close and personal’ for the first time in North America

EAA AVIATION CENTER, OSHKOSH, Wis. - (April 15, 2009) - With the announcement today that the Airbus
A380 is coming to EAA AirVenture Oshkosh 2009, EAA reinforced the reputation of its annual fly-in as a one-of-
a-kind showcase of aviation's innovations, unique accomplishments, and wide-ranging interests. For the first
time in North America, AirVenture will provide the opportunity for the global aviation community and the public
to admire the world's largest passenger airliner on static display and in flight.

The A380 will arrive and perform a flight demonstration to kick off the Tuesday, July 28 air show. After com-
manding the stage through the remainder of the week on AeroShell Square, AirVenture's main aircraft show-
case area, it will open the air show again on Friday, July 31 with a flight demonstration before its departure.

"I'm pleased that Airbus chose EAA AirVenture Oshkosh as its first occasion in North America to provide an up-
close and personal look at the A380," said Tom Poberezny, EAA president and AirVenture chairman. "The air-
craft will stand out among the impressive lineup of features and attractions coming this year. The A380 repre-
sents an amazing feat of aircraft design, engineering, and construction ... and it will hold the distinction of being
the largest passenger aircraft ever to have filled our sky and rolled onto our ramp," he said.

"The Airbus team is very grateful to EAA for hosting the A380 this summer," said Airbus Americas Chairman T.
Allan McArtor. "We have been looking forward to bringing the aircraft to AirVenture, where the innovative ac-
complishments of global aviation take the spotlight. It makes perfect sense for the A380 to be featured at Osh-
kosh - not only because it is the largest passenger aircraft in history, but also because the remarkable A380
would not have been possible without the considerable support of our airline- and supplier-partners from around
the world who worked with us over many years to make the aircraft a reality."

The A380's visit marks the second time this decade that Airbus has brought a crowd-pleasing aircraft to EAA
AirVenture Oshkosh. In 2003, the Airbus A300-600ST (known as the "Beluga") made an appearance in honor
of the 100th anniversary of the Wright Brothers' first flight.

"AirVenture Oshkosh celebrates aviation's pioneering spirit and the various demonstrations of that spirit, large
and small. With the A380 coming, I'd say we have the 'large' base covered this year," Poberezny said.

EAA and Airbus are making plans for Airbus officials to tell their story at AirVenture. Announcements of details
will follow.

Minnesota and Chicago, served in the U.S. Navy as an enlisted man in WWII and as a Marine
Corps Infantry Company Commander in Korea ( Captain) --elected to Wisconsin State Legislature in 1950 as
youngest state legislator in nation and then in 2000 to the Montana state House as the oldest Freshman legisla-
tor in the nation. Served for twenty five years as a college professor of political science and subsequently as a
college dean and president--worked personally with five U.S. presidents--Married with four children and five
grandchildren--currently serve as president of the Wathen Academy president--Been flying for forty five years
and currently have two planes under construction--one , an Acro Duster Il and one a Cavalier-- both should be
done this summer-- currently fly a 1957 182-- See you in April!

NTSB Asks FAA to Ground Zodiac CH -601XL LSAS

In an unusual move on Tuesday, the NTSB issued an "urgent safety recommendation (http://ntsb.gov/
Pressrel/2009/090414a.html)" asking the FAA to prohibit further flight of the Zodiac CH-601XL, a light sport
aircraft that has been involved in six in-flight structural breakups since 2006. The airplane is designed by
Zenair. The board cited four accidents in the U.S. and two in Europe in which a CH-601XL broke up in-flight,
killing a total of 10 people. According to the NTSB, there is a problem with the airplane design that makes it
susceptible to aerodynamic flutter -- a phenomenon in which the control surfaces of the airplane can suddenly
vibrate, and if unmitigated, can lead to catastrophic structural failure. The CH-601XL was certified as an LSA in
2005. The NTSB wants the fleet grounded until the FAA can determine that the problem has been solved. "The
NTSB does not often recommend that all airplanes of a particular type be prohibited from further flight," said
NTSB Acting Chairman Mark Rosenker. "In this case, we believe such action will save lives. Unless the safety
issues with this particular Zodiac model are addressed, we are likely to see more accidents in which pilots and
passengers are killed in airplanes that they believed were safe to fly." [more] The NTSB also found the stick
force gradient was not uniform, and was lesser at high Gs, which could make the airplane susceptible to over-
control by the pilot, which could lead to over-stressing the design limits and lead to in-flight structural failure.
The board also made several requests of ASTM International, the entity that provides the design standards for
light sport aircraft. NTSB says ASTM should add requirements to ensure the standards for LSAs reduce the
potential for aerodynamic flutter to occur, develop standards on stick-force characteristics that minimize the
possibility inadvertent over-controlling by the pilot, and ensure standards for LSAs result in accurate airspeed
indications and appropriate documentation in new airplane pilot operating handbooks.

FAA RESPONDS TO ZODIAC CONCERNS

The FAA is already looking into concerns about all versions of the Zodiac aircraft, which were raised at an in-
dustry meeting back in February, FAA spokeswoman Laura J. Brown told AVweb on Tuesday, but she added
that the agency has no immediate plans to call for the airplanes to be grounded. "The manufacturer already has
told owners to check the aileron control cable tensions," she said. The FAA has formed a special review team
with members from the FAA and the industry to investigate the problem. Brown added that the FAA has told the
ASTM that it should conduct a review of its LSA standards regarding aerodynamic flutter.
