DAR Monthly Report - Type Certificates

Type Certificate (TC): A TC is a design approval issued
by the FAA when the applicant demonstrates that a
product complies with the applicable regulations. As
defined by Title 14 Code of Federal Regulations (CFR)
section 21.41, the TC includes the type design, the
operating limitations, the Type Certificate Data Sheet
(TCDS), the applicable regulations with which the
Administrator records compliance, and other conditions
or limitations prescribed by the Administrator. The TC is
the foundation for other FAA approvals, including
production and airworthiness approvals.

Type Certificate Data Sheet (TCDS): The TCDS is a
formal description of the aircraft, aircraft engine, or
propeller. It lists limitations and information required for
type certification, including airspeed limits, weight limits,
thrust limitations, etc.

Production Certificate: The production certificate is an
approval to manufacture duplicate products under an
FAA-approved type design (i.e., type certificate or
supplemental type certificate). The holder of a production
certificate may obtain an airworthiness certificate for

aircraft produced under the production certificate without
further showing that it complies with the appropriate
airworthiness standards. The applicant must follow
production application and approval processes.

Airworthiness Certificate: An airworthiness certificate is
an FAA document which grants authorization to operate
an aircraft in flight. An airworthiness certificate is issued
to a properly registered aircraft that has been found to
conform to its Type Certificate and to be in a condition
for safe operations.

Supplemental Type Certificate (STC): An STC is issued
when an applicant has received FAA approval to modify
an aircraft from its original design. The STC, which
incorporates by reference the related TC, approves not
only the modification, but also how that modification
affects the original design.

Note: Special-light sport aircraft (S-LSA) are not
designed or manufactured in accordance with 14 CFR
part 23. Rather, they are designed and produced in

accordance with consensus standards developed by
American Society for Testing and Materials (ASTM)
and found acceptable to the FAA. These consensus
standards permit the serial production of duplicate
aircraft without a type certificate or a production
certificate.

The basic trade-off between a certificated (14 CFR
part 23) airplane and an experimental, amateur-built
aircraft is that the experimental, amateur-built aircraft
has not met any minimum performance standards. For
example, a single-engine airplane certificated under 14
CFR part 23 cannot have a maximum stall speed (Vs0)

experimental aircraft, on the other hand, can have a
stall speed that is much greater, and it can significantly
exceed 15 degrees of roll or yaw during stall entry and
recovery.

Because of the freedom that the rules provide for
experimental amateur-built aircraft, even those
experimental aircraft based on conventional designs
may have very unconventional performance and flight
characteristics. Designs that produce higher cruising
speeds may offer those benefits at the expense of the
more docile low-speed flying characteristics that pilots
have learned to expect when flying conventional 14
CFR part 23 aircraft. It is imperative for amateur
builders to recognize that the trade-offs inherent in

Ban Experimental Homebuilt Aircraft At Las Vegas?

A state senate and local assembly joint resolution in Las Vegas is urging Congress to authorize a ban on flights
of experimental homebuilt aircraft to and from the North Las Vegas Airport. The resolution points to increased
residential density in the neighborhoods “directly in the flight paths” of aircraft arriving and departing at North
Las Vegas and states that experimental have “higher accident rates” then other aircraft groups. Experimental
aircraft account for “more than 12 percent of airplane accidents nationwide in 2007,” according to language in
the resolution, which also states that in the are surrounding North Las Vegas, “several persons” on the ground
were killed due to experimental aircraft crashes in 2008. As federal law grants the U.S. government exclusive
sovereignty of airspace, the senate and assembly of the state of Nevada is jointly requesting the Congress of
the United States to enact legislation granting Clark County authority to ban flights of experimental homebuilt
aircraft. Sponsors of the proposed legislation are Senator Steven Horsford, D-Las Vegas, and Assembly-
woman Marilyn Kirkpatrick.

$1.1 Billion for Airports

Congress sent President Barack Obama a $787 billion economic stimulus package on Feb. 14. The compro-
mise bill between the House and the Senate includes $1.1 billion extra for airports. The president may sign the
legislation Feb. 16.

“Economic stimulus money for general aviation was an absolute priority for us when we started working with the
Obama administration after the election,” said AOPA President Craig Fuller. “Investments in GA airports will
create jobs immediately and improve our transportation infrastructure.”

The additional money for Airport Improvement Program (AIP) funds will be available, at the FAA’s discretion, to
any airport with a project ready for construction within 120 days of the grant application. Regular AIP grants are
distributed by formula, with the bulk of the money going to air carrier airports.

AIP economic stimulus grants are also 100 percent federally funded, so states and municipalities don’t have to
come up with matching funds to get the money.

“That’s very important now as local governments are struggling to meet their budgets,” said Fuller. “GA airports
could apply for these grants to install lights and other projects to support new WAAS approaches, improving
their safety and utility, and making the airports even more effective economic tools.”

AOPA had worked with Congress to ensure lawmakers understood the economic impact of GA on the national
economy and the potential for economic stimulus by funding airport projects

Van’s Aircraft passes 6,000 aircraft

Not only are there more than 6,000 completed Van’s Aircraft RV kits now flying, the number is growing by two a
day. On Feb. 12, the total was 6,081, two higher than the morning of that same day.

The 6,000th was completed by Louis Palmenteri of Rhome, Texas, and flew for the first time in December 2008.
It took him between three and four years to build. Van’s has an RV-12 that it plans to enter into both the light
sport aircraft (SLSA) and experimental light sport aircraft (ELSA) markets. The ELSA model is expected to fly
away at a total cost of less than $65,000.

Van’s Aircraft has been supplying kits for 33 years, so the 6,000 number represents an average of one new
airplane in the air every other day for the history of the company.

According to Richard VanGrunsven, founder of the company: “We have shipped starts for more than 1,200 air-
craft in the last two years, and with the reduced building time required to build our newer designs like the RV-10
and the Light Sport RV-12, we look forward to seeing the next thousand RVs fly in an even shorter time than
the last thousand.”
