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DAR Monthly Report

Although all amateur built aircraft require government
operating surveillance, the initial inspection and
certification can be conducted by varying agencies of the
FAA. Just which of these offices become involved is
frequently a point of question. The prime agencies are
either the Flight Standards District Office

(FSDO), Manufacturing Inspection District Office
(MIDO), and more recently individual Designated
Airworthiness Representatives (DARS).

The first and usually the most frequently called agency is
the FSDO. In recent times this group has been heavily
involved with commercial aircraft operational activities as
well as with personnel standardization. As a result
airworthiness inspections of private aircraft are usually
(but not always) not available to individual builders. This
initial ok for a first time aircraft is also dependent on
location and personnel availability.

The second, but not necessarily in that order, is the
MIDO which is the group frequently concerned with
commercial aircraft manufacturing activities and their
problems. Here too airworthiness examiners

Again department work schedules can make
availability a rather tenuous situation.

The third airworthiness group of individuals to be
consulted are the DARs. These persons while not FAA
employees are authorized to act in the behalf of the
organization as their direct authority in matters involving
airworthiness and the safety of newly constructed
aircraft. DARs are almost all FAA licensed A&Ps and
most have inspection authorization (IA) as well.

FSDO and MIDO inspectors, when available normally do
not charge for their services. DAR personnel however
are considered independent contractors and therefore
have established fees for inspections and certification
activities. These of course include the complete
paperwork applications, defining and specifying the
entire flight test program and coordination with
supervisory FAA personnel. The final activity of the DAR
is the sign off ok for first flight and the issuance of the
Airworthiness Certificate.

| have been a licensed pilot for over 32 years with over 4500 hours and today had the first emergency landing
ever, caused by an equipment failure and wanted to pass on the experience. | am taking a lot of time reflecting
on this to make sure | am a factual as possible so | am not misrepresenting facts as they occurred. | have a RV-
7 "N434DR" that as of today has 60.5 total time with a exceptional non issue phase one of 25 hours and Phase
Two with only a slightly high oil consumption condition until now. The aircraft is still really new and | am pretty
hyper attentive about issues so be perfectly accurate | want to tell the facts as well as the thought processes
that went through my mind as the emergency occurred. | constructed a standard built kit and as most builders
have basically ex-ray vision on the structure since | spent over 2000 hours building it. My engine package was a
bit unusual in that the engine was in storage for over 30 years before | installed it. After the fact, this had no
input as to the actual emergency landing but some issues mentally as the thought process involved. Since my
engine was in storage for so long | was concerned about the fact that the engine seemed to be blowing exces-
sive amounts of oil through the breather tube and on the bottom of the fuselage. The amounts were not over the
max level of .89 quarts per hour for a 200 HP 10-360 A1A running flat out to seat the rings. The color of the oil
went from black lacquer to the chocolaty color that Sac Sky Ranch describes as things finally seating and | ex-
perimented with several cuts on the end of the breather tube to try to reduce the breather blow-by. My rings
seem to have seated, the two front cylinders are 79/80 and the two rear are 76/80. | thought that an oil separa-
tor would help the significant oil consumption. | have consulted with several A&P's and they have all said it was
not a burning issue but instead with the breather tube blowing oil overboard. | finally decided to try a oil separa-
tor and purchased one from Aircraft Spruce , the following is a copy and paste from their online catalog.

The Slime Fighter - "This universal air-oil separator is ideal for virtually any experimental aircraft. They are ma-
chined from aluminum stock and welded by a certified welder. Oil separation is provided by baffles attached on
the inside. This is a one pipe system with no extra drain lines or hoses required. Oil drains back immediately to
the engine and warm air without oil goes out. No back pressure. The unit is the size of a salt shaker and weighs

only ounces. Installation instructions and fittings included. Easy to install. Currently in use on over 100 RV air-
craft".

Airline Crews In Trouble Over YouTube Videos

For years, airline crews have lobbied against requests
from safety advocates for video in the cockpit, but now it
seems that some crews have shot their own videos and
posted them on YouTube. The FAA and Horizon Air
confirmed to the Seattle Post-Intelligencer that they are
investigating possible cockpit violations in which pilots
allowed personal electronic devices to be used to record
takeoffs and landings. The trouble is that not only are
such devices not supposed to be operating during that
phase of flight, but the taping also might violate rules
about sterile cockpits -- that is, when flying at less than
10,000 feet, no idle chatter or other distractions are
allowed.

The HorizonAir YouTube video, which has recently been
taken down, showed a takeoff from Boise and was
apparently taken by somebody riding in the jumpseat,
but Horizon Air spokeswoman Jen Boyer told the P-I that
would still be unacceptable. "We have a very strict sterile
cockpit policy, which includes jump seater," she said.
HorizonAir is cooperating with the FAA in the
investigation, she said.
